History of PSC & HS

PSC & HS is a private ice skating club
located on the Main Line, rich with
tradition and history.

Founded in 1770 as a river rescue group,
saving skaters who had fallen thru the
frozen waters of the Schuylkill River in
Philadelphia, “The Skaters’ Club of the
City” joined with the “County of
Philadelphia” and formed what is known
today as “The Philadelphia Skating Club &
Humane Society” in 1861. The Club
moved to its permanent location in
Ardmore, PA in 1938.

During the summer of 2000, construction
of a new ice surface began. Originally built
in 1939, the ice surface measured 185’ x
85’, with the renovations the ice surface
was expanded to 195’ x 85’. As anyone
can see, the unique feature of our rink is
that there are no sideboards. At inception,
the rink was solely intended for figure
skating. We are, today, primarily a figure
skating facility, with limited hockey
programs, thus preserving the original
intentions of the founding fathers.

PSC & HS is a not for profit institution and
run mainly by volunteers, who participate
in many skating and non- skating
activities.
